Hatchet Independent Contract


Choose two activities from those listed below.

	Imagine that Brian had been able to prepare for his adventure in the Canadian wilderness.  Obtain copies of the worksheets Survival on a Budget and Items for Survival.  Complete the worksheets thoroughly and neatly.**
	Imagine Brian writes his own Canadian wilderness survival book.  Research at least ten edible, poisonous, and useful plants that can be found in the Canadian wilderness.  Make a book of your findings, with the names of the plants, several facts about them, how to identify them, and pictures (if possible).  Also, you should include in the book other survival tips Brian learned.**


	Make a diorama or model of Brian’s camp and the river.  A diorama is a three dimensional picture that is usually put into a shoebox or other small box.  Use descriptions from the book to make the diorama or model accurate.  Be creative and use necessary resources to make the diorama come to life.  Include an index card that explains your diorama or model.


	Create a board game about your book.  Information from the book should be included in the game as well as in the game board if applicable.  Make this neat and colorful.  It should be in a box because that is how you buy board games.  



	Make a book of poetry that Brian may have written to express his feelings about his experience.  Include at least 5 different types of poems.  Poems could be cinquains, haikus, concrete, diamontes, narrative, acrostics, or any other form.  See me if you need examples of different types or assistance in their forms.  One poem may be written by another author if credit is given and it describes feelings Brian would have had.  Copy and illustrate the poems if applicable.


	Create a scrapbook that Brian might have made during or about his time in the Canadian wilderness.  Include pictures, souvenirs, information about animals, what he learned, etc.  Scrapbooks are used to capture memories that can be looked back on again.  Make it creative, neat, and colorful.
