
The Outsiders Choice Board

Choose two projects from the options and complete them by Friday, May 21. 

	Ponyboy is interviewed by reporters following the fire. Become a news reporter and write an article explaining the heroic efforts of Ponyboy, Johnny, and Dally. Include “quotes” from them as well as any other characters who may have added information. Remember to write in the style of a journalist and include the who, what, when, where, why, and how related to the event. 
	Summarize The Outsiders using only10-15 quotes from the book. Explain your rationale for choosing each quote and its significance in the novel. 


	Create a modern-day playlist for Ponyboy that includes at least ten songs. Explain why you chose each song, when he would listen to it, and why the song goes with that part of the novel. You must include the lyrics for the song, but you do not need the music. 

	Create a board game about your book.  Information from the book should be included in the game as well as in the game board if applicable.  Make this neat and colorful.  It should be in a box because that is how you buy board games. 

	Make a diorama or model of a scene from The Outsiders.  A diorama is a three dimensional picture that is usually put into a shoebox or other small box.  Use descriptions from the book to make the diorama or model accurate.  Be creative and use necessary resources to make the diorama come to life.  Include an index card that explains the scene your diorama or model represents.
	Compose a book of original poetry Ponyboy may have written to express his feelings about his life, family, friends, and school.  Include at least 5 different types of poems.  Poems could be cinquains, concrete, diamontes, narrative, free verse, or any other form.  See me if you need examples of different types or assistance with their forms.
